Applications may be submitted by rising junior or senior engineering students who have a cumulative SDSM&T grade point average of at least 3.0 (based on 4.0=A).  First preference will be given to U.S. citizens.  Selection is to be based on the LIFE criteria, including the student’s participation in campus leadership, involvement in activities (both on and off campus), and interest and desire to study abroad to obtain a foreign experience.
